Sun safety

If you are going to be out in the sun all day,

choose a sunscreen with an SPF of at least 30.

For shorter outings, use one with an SPF of at least 15.

No matter what the instructions say, re-apply sunscreen every
hour or so, especially if you are swimming or perspiring a lot.
And don't forget the old-fashioned methods.

A hat with a 4-inch brim will protect your face, one of the
places most vulnerable to the sun.

NOTE: The sun is strongest between 10 a.m. and 3 p.m.,
although burning can occur even

in the early morning or late afternoon.

Overcast days should not be taken lightly.

Ultraviolet rays can burn through fog or haze.

Drink plenty of fluids

Dehydration can lead to weakness, fatigue,

and eventually heat stroke due to the body's reduced
ability to regulate its temperature.

You drink about 16 ounces two hours before exercising
or spending time in the hot sun, 8 ounces every

15 or 20 minutes while exercising,

and another 16 ounces after exercise.

So whether you're lounging by the pool or

waiting in line at the theme parks,

be sure to gulp down plenty of fluids,

such as water, sports drinks, juices

and non-carbonated beverages.

Transportation Options

About town - Besides taxi and limousine service to anywhere
in the Greater Orlando area, the city's Lynx bus system pro-
vides economical public transportation around Orlando. Bus

stops are marked with a "paw" print of a Lynx cat.

The I-Ride trolleys serve popular International Drive with
scheduled stops every 15 minutes. The 54 stops are designat-
ed with numbered "I-RIDE" location markers.

I-RIDE Trolleys operate year-round, seven days a week, from
8:00 a.m. - 10:30 p.m.

Seniors must present proof of age with a valid photo I.D.
when purchasing a pass or paying a fare.
